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COUNCIL MEETING HI-LITES 
 

The regular  council  meeting was called to 
order at 7:05 p.m. on June 8,  2010  by 
Chairman Ken Reinert.   Present were:  Ken 
Reinert, Pastor Pfingsten, Cassie Gray, 
Jeanine Creviston, Dennis Fairbanks, Randy 
Forret, Grace Pope, Lisa Seegers, Paula 
Weidner, Sue Zillmer, Absent: Carol  Wickersheim. 
 
Pastor’s devotion  was based on one of Pastor Ken Klaus’ 
daily devotionals “Father of Lies.” The Minutes of the May 11th   
meeting were approved as read.   
 
Pastor:   Pastor Pfingsten reported that he had officiated at a 
non-member funeral on May 27th and will be conducting a 
memorial service for Jesse Redman, a former member, on  
Saturday, June 12th.  Confirmation has been set for August 
22nd.  He is also working with a couple of couples who are 
prospective members. 
 
Treasurer:  Paula reported  that all bills have been paid.     
 
Elders:  Randy reported he is hoping to hold an Elder’s 
Meeting on June 24th.  He stated he has been doing some 
research on other church elder’s activities and is considering a 
possible retreat. 
 
Evangelism:  Cassie reported the Milk Day pencil project was a 
huge success, and thanked those who assisted in assembling 
the “Sails”. 
 
Stewardship:  No report. 
 
Social Ministry:  Lisa reported that she is gathering information 
on Lutherbrook School Supplies and will have plans available 
at the July meeting. 
 
Education: Sue reported 3,000 pencil/sails were distributed 
long before the parade was over.  The float was a success, 
and she thanked Heather Wickersheim for taking over this 
project.  VBS will be July 8-11; she will need 3 classrooms. 
 
Properties:  Dennis reported that the roof, gutters and 
insulation have been completed.  A new outdoor speaker has 
been donated.  Drywalling  and wiring for the sound system 
has been started.  The pews will be taken for re-upholstering 
on Thursday.  A video screen soffit  has been installed, and a 
sound booth in the sanctuary is under construction. 
 
Special Events:  Jeanine stated that golf outing is set for July 
24th and that the price will remain the same as last year -  $35 
for golf, cart & lunch  or $25  for cart & golf only.  A date for 
dedication is still pending. 
 
Youth:  Sue stated the Milk Day Food Booth was hurt by the 
rain.  She  distributed a sheet showing the breakdown of the 
Gathering costs.  She requested a change in the credit card 
limit  to be used  in the event an emergency  arose during the 
Gathering.  Lisa moved the limit be raised to $3,000, not 
$10,000 as previously stated.  Pastor seconded.  Carried.  The 
possibility of a door offering was also discussed. 
 

 
OLD BUSINESS: All agreed that much has been accomplished 
in the 2 months since the fire.  Information pertaining to the 
organ replacement was shared.  The insurance company will 
pay $35,000 toward the cost of a new organ.  Bids have been 
received from 2 companies, Phoenix and Rogers.  We have 
had a 40 year working relationship with Phoenix and feel 
comfortable with them. Their original bid was $45,482, 
however they have come down to $38,481 with a 10-year 
warranty. The Rogers bid is $37,800. All council members 
agreed to recommend accepting  the Phoenix bid. Ken then 
briefed us on what we are probably looking at as the cost of 
upgrading the various items, and the approximate total that will 
be needed over and above what the insurance will pay may be 
up to $22,500. 
 
NEW BUSINESS:   A tour of the sanctuary improvements  was 
conducted after the closing prayer. 
 
At 8:20  the meeting adjourned and Pastor led us in prayer  .  
The next meeting  will be at 7 p.m. on June 29th.

“July is Freedom Month!” 

 
July 4, 1776 was a memorable day in the history of the United 
States of America.  On that day, the founding fathers of our 
nation declared their independence from England and English 
rule.  Each year we pause to remember the freedoms we enjoy 
and give thanks for all those brave men and women from 1776 
to this date who have risked their lives for the sake of freedom 
and independence. We enjoy the freedom of religion, of 
gathering in public, of oppression from the government or any 
other agency.  We have the freedom of electing our national, 
state, and local leaders into office as our leaders.  In 
November, we will have the opportunity to exercise that 
freedom one more time.

MISSION INDIA 
‘Religious cleansing’ 

 

Extremists in Madhya Pradesh announced plans to rid their state of all 
Christian influence, putting pressure on believers who want to worship 

in peace. 
 

NEW DELHI, May, 2010 (Compass Direct News) – Hindu 
nationalist organizations in Madhya Pradesh state have 
declared their intentions to rid the district of Mandla of all 
Christian influence  by starting preparations for a large 
“reconversion” event next year. A similar event in Gujarat state 
in 2006 was filled with Christian hate speech.  
 
More than 100 Hindu devotees from Madhya Pradesh, 
Chhattisgarh, Uttar Pradesh and Maharashtra attended an 
April 22 ground-breaking ceremony for the "reconversion" rally 
set to be held next February in Mandla, reported Patrika 
newspaper.  A source present at the ceremony disclosed that 
leaders announced a list of objectives to be achieved before 
the festival, with one prominent agenda item being to drive 
away Christian pastors, evangelists  and foreign aid workers 
from the district.  
 
The newspaper quoted four Hindu leaders who have spoken 
out against foreign Christians and renewed their oath to obtain 
“reconversions” from supposed Hindus who had become 
Christians. The leaders pledged to “cleanse Mandla of 
Christians.”  After anti-Christian speeches at the ground-
breaking ceremony, Mandla district reported its first attack 
against Christians  in Bamhni Banjar village on May 2, said 
Pastor Rakesh Dass. 
 
Around 40 Hindu extremists surrounded the house of Pastor 
Bhag, who has led a home fellowship for five years, and 
accused him of forceful conversion as they shouted anti-
Christian slogans. Using abusive language, they pelted his 
house with stones as about 60 people were attending a 
worship service, Pastor Dass told Compass.  “The mob was 
carrying deadly weapons like knives and rods,” he s aid.  
 
The violence against Christians in Madhya Pradesh state 
signals a major onslaught in the offing, warned Kurishinkal 
Joshi, president of the Madhya Pradesh Isai Sangh, an 
assembly of Christians in the state.  If Christians do not come 
forward to protest such atrocities, “the next Kandhamal will be 
in our state,” Joshi told some 1,500 people at the meeting in 
Indore, the state’s commercial capital, on May 2.
